Bonding Agent
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This product is an economical alternative to more expensive versions. I like it because unlike conventional fibreglass bonding for fixing items into GRP bodies sealant does not result in a ”Pull” mark on the exterior over time. The slight degree of flexibility has sufficient give to prevent this happening. The convenient tubes will fit the standard mastic guns available at DIY outlets and just require removal of the hardened plug of sealant if you only use part of a tube. It will bond wood and steel to GRP and is ideal for securing steel frames or floors into bodies. PBF 3000       Tube of sealant

Exhaust Mount for Triangular flanges

These brackets make exhaust system mounting easy when using triangular joining flanges. The two upper holes are shared by this bracket, which in turn is bolted to a tag welded to your chassis. An insulating rubber isolates the bracket from the tag. Two mounting kits are available, one for our small 2” flanges and one for our large 2”, 2 ¼”, 2 3/8” and 2 ½” flanges. Both are made in polished stainless steel and a fitting kit of stainless steel bolts and nuts are included as well as the chassis tag.
